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1.2 Installing the Battery

1. Put the battery into the battery compartment from
upper side and press downwards.
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2. Insert the battery cover to the bottom then press
onwards.
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1.3 Removing the Battery

1. Slide right to unlock
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3. Pull up the battery
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1.4 Installing a SIM card

1. Push the cover to OPEN direction and flip cover.

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2. Insert SIM card, cover up then push it to LOCK
direction.
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1.5 Installing a micro-SD card

1. Push the cover to OPEN direction and flip over
storage card.

2. Insert storage card, cover up then push it to
LOCK direction.
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2. BARCODE SCANNER

The barcode scanner is by default turned OFF. To enable it please follow the below steps:

1. Navigate to Settings -> Scan Setting
2. Click the slider next to “Barcode scanning”. If enabled should turned green.
3. Press the front or side scan keys to scan a barcode.
